This year, our work across Butte County demonstrated the power of a true
grassroots movement. With the continued growth of Firewise USA®
communities, the formation of a new local Fire Safe Council, the expansion of
our Chipper Program, the largest hazardous tree removal project we have ever
managed, and community events reaching residents throughout the region, we
saw firsthand how local leadership and community-driven action are
transforming the way we prepare for wildfire.

With our partners, we also increased the pace and scale of prescribed fire, 
utilizing broadcast burning for the first time as an organization. These collective
efforts reflect a meaningful paradigm shift in Butte County: one that embraces the
power of prevention, restores balance to our landscapes, and recognizes beneficial
fire as an essential tool for a safer, more resilient future. Together, we are advancing
a new chapter of stewardship rooted in collaboration, shared responsibility, and hope.
